A small, college-preparatory, independent 
private school, The Jones-Gordon School 
(JGS) fosters the holistic growth of diverse 
learners in grades 1–12. JGS opened in fall 
2010 and graduated its first senior class in the 
spring of 2014 with three graduates.

The progressive high school program is 
designed—from start to finish—to meet the 
individual needs of each of JGS’s students. 

Students benefit from being a part of a small, 
family-like school community; work exclusively 
in small groups and classes taught by highly-
qualified, experienced, and caring certified 
teachers; have the ability to work at levels 
appropriate for their individual capabilities 
and goals; and are guided through the high 
school-to-college process through an ongoing 
advisory program. 

The Jones-Gordon School is accredited by 
Cognia (formerly known as AdvancED). In 
addition, JGS is an approved private day 
school through the Arizona Department 
of Education, registered with the National 
Collegiate Athletic Association (NCAA), and 
holds membership with the College Board.

Affiliations with national organizations 
include the International Dyslexia Association 
(IDA), The Dyslexia Foundation, Supporting 
Emotional Needs of the Gifted (SENG), 
Children and Adults with Attention-Deficit/
Hyperactivity Disorder (CHADD), the Council 
for Exceptional Children (CEC), and the 
National Science Teachers Association (NSTA).

Located in Paradise Valley, Arizona, JGS enrolls 
students from across the Phoenix metro area.

The Jones-Gordon School operates on a 
traditional schedule, with seven fifty-minute 
classes daily and a ten-month school year. 
Students earn 0.5 credits per semester-long 
class. College-preparatory coursework is 
delivered through differentiated instruction 
and experiential curriculum.

Admissions & Enrollment

JGS has a rolling admissions policy. A total of 
55 high school students enrolled in the 2023-24 
school year. Per the Town of Paradise Valley, 
JGS high school (JGHS) enrollment is capped 
at 60 students.

Advanced Placement® Courses

JGS piloted AP® programming in the 2018-19 school year with AP English Language. 
Ten students participated (the max. per our classroom ratio policy). This accounted for 
approximately 18% of all high school students. Seven students took the AP exam (70%). 
Of those, 71% scored a 3 or higher (with 5 being the highest possible score).

JGS is honored to be one of approximately 1,800 schools worldwide selected to 
implement the AP Capstone™ Diploma program—an innovative program that allows 
students to develop the skills that matter most for college success, such as research, 
collaboration, and communication. The program consists of two year-long courses 
taken in sequence: AP Seminar and AP Research. In 2021-22, 15 students (30% of the high 
school student body) participated in AP Capstone with an 83% pass rate.

Dual Enrollment Courses

Beginning in the 2021-22 school year, JGS partnered with Rio Salado College to offer 
dual enrollment courses in English, Mathematics, and History.
